According to PMK No. 215/PMK 03/2008 and KMK No. 17/KMK 010/2021, the Value Added 
Tax will be exempted by BADORA (code 080). The process of obtaining the tax exemption will 
take approximately 2 to 3 months.

BoQ should be valid for a period of not less than 100 days after bid opening, unless 
otherwise specified in the specific terms and conditions. Bidders are requested to 
indicate the validity period of their bid.

Adjustment to or withdrawal of bids is to be communicated in writing by post by the 
deadline for submission of bids. Subsequent adjustments or modifications to the bid, 
which can be submitted up to the deadline for submission of bids, shall also be subject 
to the requirements for sending in the bid.
